Thoughts from the Front Porch

One of my favorite Christmas season traditions is watching “A Charlie Brown Christmas.”
Many of us are familiar with it, especially with the climactic scene in which Linus recites the
passage from Luke 2 by memory, reminding Charlie Brown (and everyone else!) what Christmas is
really about.

Even though this animated masterpiece was originally aired in 1965, its message still rings
true today. It is a message of peace and goodwill towards all around us. It is a reminder of God’s
promise to send the Messiah and redeem all of Creation. It is a warning against being completely
enmeshed in consumerism. In essence, this short little cartoon realigns our priorities and focuses our
hearts outside of ourselves, not just for the Christmas season, but for every season.

Though we find special emphasis on it during Advent and Christmas, the core of the
Christian story — loving kindness toward humanity and all of Creation and God’s promised
redemption — are always at the forefront of who we Christians are called to be. As this Christmas
season comes and goes, may we continue to be faithful to our calling and continue telling the
Greatest Story Ever Told.
